In 2004, through a highly competitive procurement process Denver Public Schools selected Humphries
Poli Architects and Klipp (Architects’) to complete the Master Plan for the North High School, which
produced the Schematic Design and Design Development documents envisioned a thorough renovation of
the 1911 building and making improvements to the entire North High School site. The estimated cost to
complete Phase Il of the North High School Master Plan is approximately eighteen million dollars.

The scope of work for Phase Il will focus on the renovation and preservation of the 1911 building and
making improvements to the school grounds. With respect to the building, the work includes restoring the
“sguare” circulation pattern, expanding the library into the current commons area, and renovating the
classrooms and offices in the building. Additional work within the building includes the complete
replacement of the mechanical, plumbing, and electrical and technology systems and installation of air
conditioning designing for the installation of an automated fire protection system and other code related
upgrades. Other work includes making minor interior modifications to select areas of the 1959 and 1982
additions to the building. The site improvements contemplated are correcting the drainage basin around
the buildings replacing the tennis courts, re-grading the practice football field and replacing the turf as
well asimproving the general landscape and upgrading the parking lot.

However, since there has been a reduction in the scope of work for Phase Il from the earlier design
documents, means the Architect will need to make significant revisions to the original design documents.
As an example, the previous scope of work called for inclusion of a HVAC central plant in the new
construction and the replacement of all systemsin all of the school buildings. The revised scope of work
would only replace the existing systems in the 1911 structure and allocating new space to accommodate
this equipment for the new systems.

Consequently, since the Architects will be revising the design documents, in addition to the completion of
the previously identified scope of work, the Architects will be conducting a Feasibility Study to evaluate
and develop whether the HVAC and electrical systems will be part of Phase Il and the practicality of
developing further the proposed engineering systems and building plans. If it were feasible, the next step
would be Design Verification, which would then be incorporated into the Construction Document phase,
Construction Administration, and As-Built phases.

Recommendation
In conclusion, | recommend the approval of the Architects Humphreys Poli to design Phase Il of the
Master Plan for North High School Renovation construction project.

If indicated actions are at variance with the Owner’s
comment, the Architect shall obtain written direction from the DPS Project Manager
before proceeding.

I.  The Architect, upon approval by the Owner of the design development documents,
shall commence with the preparation of 50% construction documents.

J.  The Owner will review 50% Construction Documents and provide written
documentation to the Architect identifying issues and directing changes in the
documents. The Architect will respond to each issue indicating the action which the
Architect intends to take. If indicated actions are at variance with the Owner’s
comment, the Architect shall obtain written direction from the DPS Project Manager
before proceeding.

K. The Architect, upon approval by the Owner of the 50% Construction documents, shall
commence the preparation of construction documents.

1. The construction documents shall consist of a complete set of architectural
construction drawings, including site plan; complete sets of structural,
mechanical, and electrical engineering drawings; and complete specifications for
the project. Construction Documents shall conform to the Design and
Construction Standards as listed below.

a) Construction Documents
(1) Drawings: Submit 100% complete drawings for review.
(2) Specifications — 100% complete specifications for review.

(@) For projects which include landscape development, the
Architect shall have a soils analysis performed in order to
determine the appropriate soils amendments needed for
healthy plant materials growth.

C) Statement of valuation of proposed work shall be completed by A/E in
preparation for Denver plan review submittal.

2. The Owner’s guide specifications, Instructions to Bidders, and Division 1, shall
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not be modified except as required to meet the specific requirements of this
project. All such modifications shall be approved by the Owner.

3. The General Conditions of the Contract and the Owner’s other contract
documents shall not be modified without approval of the Owner.

4. Specifications Division 1- General Requirements through Division 16, as may be
needed to fit the project, shall be developed by the Architect. All such
construction documents shall be in conformance with the Owner’s written
approval. If such standards cannot be met, the Architect shall inform the Owner
and work with the Owner to develop feasible alternatives.

5. The Owner shall furnish to the Architect such printed forms as shall, with the
construction documents, make a complete set of contract documents.

6. The architecture and the structural, mechanical, and electrical systems, together
with the materials and equipment to be used in the project, shall be subject to
approval of the Owner. The Owner’s approvals hereunder shall not, however,
relieve the Architect of any of his responsibilities hereunder or his professional
responsibility for the adequacy of the design and of the construction documents,
including their completeness, accuracy and internal consistency.

7. The Architect shall conduct his own design review prior to the issuance of
construction documents for various bid packages for the project.

L. The Owner will review Construction Documents and provide written comments to the
Architect identifying issues and directing changes in the documents. The Architect
will respond to each issue indicating the action which the Architect intends to take. If
indicated actions are at variance with the Owner’'s comment, the Architect shall
obtain written direction from the DPS Project Manager before proceeding.

M. The Architect shall prepare a colored perspective to portray the project at such time
as may be directed by the Owner. For building additions, colored building elevations
will be acceptable. If models are required, they may be made by the Architect or
Owner; if by the Architect, at a fee negotiated by the Owner, separate from the extra
fee provided for in Article Xll, ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION of the agreement.

N. The Architect shall furnish all civil, structural, mechanical and electrical engineering
and other subconsulting services required in connection with said project, and shall
be responsible to the Owner for the employment of properly trained qualified and
competent engineers/subconsultants in connection with the design, the preparation
of the construction documents, and contract administration during the construction
phase.

1. Before designating the engineers and other subconsultants to perform such
services, the Architect shall discuss the same with the Owner and thereafter shall
give the Owner in writing, the names of the engineers/subconsultants he
recommends. In the case of each engineer/subconsultant, prior to this approval
by the Owner, the Architect shall notify the Owner in writing that a satisfactory fee
arrangement has been reached between them.

2. All engineers shall give the Owner proof that they are currently registered as
Professional Engineers by the State of Colorado. All engineers/subconsultants
shall give the Owner full data as to similar work on which they have been
engaged and shall show to the Owner’s satisfaction that they have no connection
with the sale of any equipment or material, such as might be used in connection
with the project and that they are not currently engaged in any contracting
business.

3. No engineer/subconsultant shall begin work until approved by the Owner and in
each instance the Owner’s approval shall be evidenced to the Architect in writing.
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After approval, no engineer/subconsultant may subcontract any work hereunder
to other engineers/subconsultants. Such approval shall not diminish the
Architect’s responsibilities hereunder.

4. Any of such engineers/subconsultants may be employees or partners of the
Architect.

O. The Architect shall use professional judgment to see to it that the drawings and
specifications prepared by him are in full compliance with all applicable building
codes, regulations, laws, and ordinances, including both the technical provisions and
the administrative provisions of the State of Colorado and the City and County of
Denver. In the event of a decision by any lawful regulatory authority that such plans
and specifications do not fully conform to applicable building codes, regulations, laws,
and ordinances, either the Architect or the Owner, if either so desires, may have the
matter heard on appeal or review by the appropriate administrative agency or
agencies, to the extent that such an appeal or review shall be permitted by such
codes, regulations, laws, or ordinances. Neither party shall initiate an appeal without
notifying the other no less than three (3) working days prior to filing of the appeal. In
such event, however, the final decision on such appeal or review shall be binding
upon the Architect, without any judicial review thereof, unless the Owner, in its sole
discretion, seeks and obtains a judicial review of such decisions.

P. In addition to all other requirements of this agreement, drawings and specifications
shall comply with the DPS Design and Construction Standards.

Q. In accordance with the design schedule and when the documents are 100%
complete, the Architect shall deliver to the Owner, for review purposes, eight (8)
check sets of drawings and specifications. The Owner will provide written review
comments on the drawings or in other comprehensible form to the Architect within 21
days for use in completing the final documents.

R. The Architect shall furnish all sets of drawings and specifications needed up to the
signing of the final approved drawings by the Owner. The Owner will reimburse the
Architect for the actual reproduction costs of all sets of documents required during
the bidding period except for those printed for the Architect's own use, or for the use
of any of his consultants. The Architect shall provide three (3) written cost proposals
for printing of the bid sets for approval of the Owner prior to ordering such work. If
the total cost of producing the drawings and specifications is less than $5,000, no
written cost proposals are required.

S. The Architect shall prepare a detailed final cost estimate. This estimate and previous
estimates are for budget review purposes. These estimates shall be based on sound
professional skill and judgment, but the Architect shall not be held to guarantee their
accuracy. The design of the project shall remain within the scope and budget
established by the Owner.

T. The Architect shall have the responsibility of delivering the required number of bid
sets of specifications and drawings to the Denver Building Department and other
State and City agencies, as may be necessary to obtain the approvals required for
the issuance of building permits. The Architect shall in good faith follow the Owner’s
policy concerning plan deposits, particularly noted in the “Advertisement for Bids.”

U. The Architect shall assist the Owner with obtaining bids and proposals by
participating in the Owner’s pre-qualification process for contractors.

V. The Architect shall assist the Owner during the bid period by providing clarifications
on drawings and specifications to the Contractors and issuing appropriate addenda.

W. The Architect shall be responsible for the issuance of bid documents to the
Contractors and sub contractors. A written list of Contractors and sub contractors will
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be kept by the Architect for the purpose of issuing addenda to them during the
bidding period.

X. If it shall prove impossible to secure one or more bona fide bids from reliable
contractors, based on the plans and specifications prepared by the Architect at a
price not exceeding the budgeted cost for the project, as authorized by the Owner,
change the plans and specifications at his own expense in a manner acceptable to
the Owner and, as may be necessary, to secure bids from reliable contractors at not
more than the authorized budgeted cost; provided, however, that where the
difference between the authorized budgeted cost and the cost of the work, as
revealed by the bids, is due to an increase in building cost, as substantiated by
indices and data secured from reliable sources, or to other circumstances beyond the
control of the Architect, between the date of authorization by the Owner to proceed
with preparation of construction documents and the date when bids are opened, the
Owner shall reimburse the Architect as described in Article XI, METHOD OF
PAYMENT, and Article XII, ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION.

Y. The Architect shall keep accurate accounts of progress with respect to the work on
the project and shall review and approve all estimates or certificates for contractors’
payments. Said estimates or certificates shall be in proper detail, shall clearly identify
the contact items involved, and shall follow a standardized form provided by the
Owner.

Z. The Architect shall, through professional judgment; administration and observation
guard the Owner against defects and deficiencies in the work of the contractor or
contractors, but does not guarantee the performance of their contracts. The Architect
shall also, in good faith and with due diligence, safeguard the Owner against any
deficiencies and defects in materials and against noncompliance by any contractor
with the terms of this contract and to detect any departures therefrom. The Architect
shall be the Owner’s representative charged with the general responsibility of
exercising due diligence to ascertain that the terms and intent of the contract
documents are carried out.

1. The Architect will notify the Owner upon discovering any and all discrepancies,
defects, or disputes, etc., regarding the project.

2. The Architect shall be responsible for the interpretation of documents prepared
by him.

3. The Architect shall attend all weekly construction meetings and other meetings
scheduled to resolve design or construction issues and shall provide written
reports for the Owner of all such meetings.

4. The Architect shall assist the Owner or its agents with the resolution of claims
filed by the contractor.

5. The Architect shall be responsible for reviewing and approving warranty and
guarantee information and O & M manuals supplied by the contractor. After
approval, the Architect shall transmit two (2) copies of same to the Owner.

AA. The Architect shall, in addition to and in conjunction with the general administration
and observation of the work, specifically provide and be responsible for the following
services:

1. For each site visit, prepare and submit progress reports on forms approved by
the Owner indicating the progress of the work and any deviation from the
contract documents.

2. Thoroughly check all shop drawings.

Inspect all reinforcing steel after installation and before concrete is poured.
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4. Inspect formwork and observe the placing of structural concrete.
Evaluate laboratory reports on all concrete.

Inspect all structural steel after erection and prior to its being covered or
enclosed.

7. Periodically inspect structural masonry during sampling, placing of masonry units
and reinforcement, low lift grout spaces prior to grouting and grouting operations
to ensure compliance with contract documents. Inspect all high lift grout spaces
prior to grouting operations.

8. Inspect all mechanical work following its installation and prior to its being covered
or enclosed.

9. Inspect all electrical work following its installation and prior to its being covered or
enclosed.

10. Inspect all exposed surfaces for compliance with the construction documents.

11. Final inspection of the project and preparation of a final punch list of work
required to be corrected. At final inspection the Architect shall be required to
conduct an equipment sign off with the contractor to verify that all equipment,
installed during construction, is in substantial conformance with that specified in
the contract documents.

a) Records of all site visits shall be delivered within two (2) working days to
the Owner.

b) Should the quality of workmanship or circumstances beyond the control of
the Architect be such that the performance of any of the construction
contracts cannot be carried out as indicated above, the matter shall be
brought to the attention of the Owner. If administration of the project
substantially over and above that called for in this Article is required, the
compensation for the additional administration shall be negotiated
between the Architect and the Owner.

C) If at any time the Architect delegates any of his responsibilities for the
contract administration to some other person, such other person must be
properly qualified by training and experience to perform these functions
and must be accepted and approved by the Owner.

BB. The Architect, upon completion of the project, shall deliver a written certificate to the
Owner which shall include a statement that the project has, to the best of his
knowledge, been fully completed in accordance with the plans and specifications and
any amendments thereto and the contract documents; that all guarantees required by
the contract documents have been delivered in writing to the Owner and that the
contractors are entitled to final payment upon their contracts and stating therein the
amount due on said final payment.

CC.The Architect shall, accompanied by a representative of the Owner, make at least
three (3) complete inspections of the work after the work has been completed and
accepted by the Architect and the Owner. (One such inspection shall be made
approximately three (3) months after the completion and acceptance of the work, the
second at nine (9) months and the third at 17 months after completion and
acceptance of the work.) The Architect shall make certain that the work and all
portions thereof are in accordance with the construction documents and he shall
make written report of these inspections to the Owner. The Architect shall in good
faith and with due diligence endeavor to see that any remedial work, found to be
necessary, is performed in a satisfactory manner by the contractor responsible for
same, shall be responsible for the inspection of such remedial work and shall inform
the Owner in writing whether such remedial work has been; or has not been,
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satisfactorily completed. Nothing in these provisions for inspections of the work, after
completion and acceptance of the work by the Architect and the Owner, shall be
construed to alter or affect the payment provisions of this Agreement regarding the
method of payments to the Architect.

DD.In order to provide the Owner with needed information with respect to future
maintenance or remodeling, the Architect shall deliver to the Owner the original
record drawings, printed on mylar, and CAD files, revised by the Architect to show
as-built conditions in a format acceptable to the Owner. The Architect shall provide
as-built specifications in electronic format (MS Word, rich text or PDF format) with all
products utilized in the construction highlighted or otherwise identified as the product
used in the construction of the project. Specifications shall be concatenated into
specification divisions so that all specifications sections within each division are
submitted as one document. As-built revisions shall be based on the Architect's
observations, on records of changes supplied by the contractor to the Architect,
through review of submittals and by the change order and addendum process. The
Architect shall not be held to guarantee the accuracy of information supplied by
others.

V. CERTIFICATION OF EMPLOYEE LEGAL STATUS

A. Compliance With Law: The Architect certifies that it shall comply with the provisions
of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101, et seq. In accordance with that law, the Architect shall not
knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this
Agreement or enter into a contract with a Subcontractor\Subconsultant that fails to
certify to the Architect that the Subcontractor shall not knowingly employ or contract
with an illegal alien to perform work under this Agreement. The Architect represents,
warrants, and agrees that it: (i) has verified that it does not employ any illegal aliens,
through participation in the Basic Pilot Employment Verification Program
administered by the Social Security Administration and Department of Homeland
Security; and (ii) otherwise will comply with the requirements of C.R.S. 8-17.5-
102(2)(b). The Architect shall comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of
Labor and Employment. If the Architect fails to comply with any requirement of this
provision or C.R.S. 8-17.5-101, et seq., the District may terminate this Agreement for
breach and the Architect shall be liable for actual and consequential damages to the
District.

B. The Architect, if a natural person eighteen (18) years of age or older, hereby swears
or affirms under penalty of perjury that he or she: (i) is a citizen of the United States
or otherwise lawfully present in the United States pursuant to federal law; (i) shall
comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 24-76.5-101, et seq.; and (iii) shall produce one
of the forms of identification required by C.R.S. 24-76.5-103 prior to the effective date
of this Agreement.

VI. CHAIN OF COMMAND

A. Architects, Engineers and Consultants will accept direction for all design and
construction decisions only from the designated Project Manager. Upon occasion,
the Project Manager’'s immediate supervisor or the Executive Director, Facility
Management may provide such direction. Directions include changes in designs,
changes in project scopes, change orders, attendance at meetings, and meeting with
groups.

B. Inthe absence of the Project Manager, the appropriate Director or Manager
(Construction Services, Operations and Maintenance or Contracted Program Project
Management Firm) or the Executive Director, Facility Management, are authorized to
give or modify work direction to Architects, Engineers and Consultants.

C. Work performed (such as design changes, change orders, attendance at meetings)
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without the direction or approval of the Project Manager:

1. Will not be approved for payment.

2. May result in contract termination.

Prior to any meeting with community members, the Architect and/or Consultant will

coordinate and obtain the Project Manager’s approval of whatever information and
design is to be presented.

SEPARATE CONTRACTS

The basic fee applies to work let under one general contract. Should the Owner choose
to let foundation contracts or other major site improvement contracts separately, the fee
in respect of such contracts shall be computed separately, based on the fee schedule in
Article XIl, ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION of this Agreement and negotiated between

the Architect and Owner. No fee shall be paid by reason of, or in connection with the
purchase of any furniture, equipment, or materials, whether or not built into the structure,
unless such furniture, equipment, or materials is provided for in a contract let under this
Agreement.

SERVICES FURNISHED BY THE OWNER

A. The Architect and his engineers and subconsultants shall be entitled to information

giving a complete and accurate survey of the building site and the grades and lines of
streets, pavements, and adjoining properties; information as to the rights, restrictions,
easements, surface water courses, boundaries, and contours of the building site; and
full information as to existing sanitary sewer, storm sewer, water, gas, and electrical
services to the building. The Owner, at its expense, shall furnish all such data to the
Architect. The Owner likewise shall pay for all boring or test pits and for any
mechanical, chemical, or other tests incident to proper appraisal of the site for the
contemplated structure. The Architect and his structural engineer shall with due
diligence study and evaluate all such borings and tests. The Architect shall not be
held responsible for the accuracy of this Owner furnished information. Copies of all
reports of such tests and borings shall be filed with the Owner and the Architect.

In addition to the above, the Owner shall furnish to the Architect the following:
Information regarding functional requirements.
1. Denver Public Schools Design and Construction Standards

2. Such standard guide specifications developed by the Owner as the Owner may
wish Architect to use.

3. Record drawings, if available, for existing buildings or portions thereof. The
Owner does not guarantee the accuracy of such drawings. The Owner will
provide one (1) copy of each record drawing to the Architect, upon request.

4. Review of schematic design, design development, and construction documents
and specifications.

5. Reproduction costs for more than eight (8) sets of schematic design, design
development, and construction document review documents submitted to the
Owner.

6. Reproduction costs of all materials required for presentation to the Board of
Education.

7. Prompt and binding decisions on selection of materials, equipment, and colors.

8. Consulting engineering service by Owner’s consultants, when deemed necessary
or desirable by Owner.

9. Reproduction costs for bid documents.
10. General Conditions of the Contract and other standard contract documents.
11. Evaluation of Bids
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12. Awarding of Contracts
13. Make available, if requested, any and all insurance certificates required for the
project.

14. Field engineering inspection service to extent deemed necessary or desirable by
Owner. This service shall in no way limit the Architect’s responsibility hereunder.
Communications from the Owner to the Contractor shall be channeled through
the Architect.

15. Check and review of job progress.
16. Participation in the check and review of monthly pay estimates.

17. Standard forms for monthly pay estimates, insurance certificates, and change
orders.

18. Participation in “Final,” “Three Month,” “Nine Month,” and “Seventeen Month”
inspections with Architect.

IX. COST OF WORK DEFINED

The phrase “cost of the work,” as used in this Agreement, shall be deemed to mean the
total of the sums paid by the Owner for the execution of the construction contracts let
under this Agreement. Said “cost of the work” shall not include any landscaping,
equipment, or furniture purchased separately by the Owner, or other costs to the Owner,
such as architect’s fees, engineers’ fees, and the cost of surveys, soil investigations, and
other tests made at the Owner’s expense.

X. COMPENSATION OF ARCHITECT

The owner agrees to pay the Architect as his basic fee for his services rendered
hereunder, a fee computed upon the following basis:

XI. METHOD OF PAYMENT
Payments to the Architect on account of his fees shall be made as follows:

A. During Construction the Architect’s fee shall be payable monthly in proportion to the
progress of the work as evidenced by payments to the Contractor.

B. If the development of any of the phases of the project, described in Article XI
METHOD OF PAYMENT above, extends over a period longer than one month, the
Architect may apply for and shall receive compensation based on the amount of such
work completed on a monthly basis. In the case of the schematic, design
development and construction document phases, the payments shall be based on a
percentage of the work completed, as mutually agreed to by the Owner and Architect.
In no event shall payments be made which will make the total of all payments exceed
the amount payable under the provisions of Article X, COMPENSATION OF
ARCHITECT of this Agreement.

A/E Agreement

The final 5 percent (5%) of the total fee shall be paid after all certificates of
completion and all as-built documents are delivered to and accepted by the Owner.
At that time the contract shall be considered as having been fully performed by the
Architect except for inspections and follow-up required during the guarantee period.

ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION

A.

If the Architect is caused additional service, drafting, or other expenses due to
changes ordered by the Owner, after the design development has been approved, or
other circumstances beyond the Architect’s control and not occasioned by any
neglect or default of the Architect, then the Architect shall be reimbursed his costs for
such additional expenses. The amount of such additional expenses shall be deemed
to be (1) the actual time card costs of all architectural services (including the
Architect’s time at the rate that would be paid by the Architect to employees engaged
in similar work), plus one hundred fifty percent (150%) as allowance for a fee and
overhead and, (2) the actual cost to the Architect of other necessary outside services,
such as structural, mechanical or electrical engineering services performed by
independent consultants, plus twenty-five percent (25%) of such costs. In addition,
the Architect shall also be reimbursed his actual cost of reproduction of drawings.

The Architect shall maintain an accurate cost accounting system as to all such
additional expenses and shall make available to the Owner all records, canceled
checks, and other disbursements media to substantiate any and all requests for
payments hereunder.

The Architect shall file with the Owner and, prior to incurring such expenses, secure
its approval of rates per hour, per day, or other basis of cost for his architectural,
structural, mechanical, and electrical engineering services.

The sum payable to the Architect at any one time under this provision shall not
exceed the sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00), unless the Architect first shall
have filed with the Owner an estimate of the maximum cost of such additional service
and been authorized by the Owner to proceed. If such an estimate is filed with the
Owner, the payment shall not exceed the maximum cost estimated by the Architect
and approved by the Owner.

If any portion of the work designed or specified by the Architect in the scope and
course of his employment hereunder is abandoned or suspended by the Owner for
cause not attributable to the Architect, the Architect shall be equitably compensated
for the service rendered on account of the portion of the work so abandoned or
suspended.

CHANGES IN PLANS

The Architect shall maintain careful supervision over all changes in the plans in the
course of the work after the plans are originally approved by the Owner.

All change orders shall be prepared in writing by the Architect. The Architect shall
keep a current, accurate record of all variations or departures from the plans and
specifications as originally approved, shall keep the Owner closely advised with
respect thereto, and shall prepare cost estimates to advise the Owner to the best of
his ability, on a current basis, of all savings or additions to cost occasioned by such
variations or departures.

The Architect shall not approve any change orders without written consent of the
Owner, except in cases involving an emergency endangering life or property. All
change orders must be made on forms supplied by the Owner and all requests for
such change orders must be made in writing.

CHECKING ENGINEERING DESIGN

The Architect shall cooperate with consultants who may be employed by the Owner to
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check the plans, specifications, and the construction work and shall furnish design data,
forming the basis for plans and specifications, to such consultants and the Owner.

XV. INSURANCE

The Architect promises and agrees to maintain in full force and effect a Professional
Liability Insurance policy. The minimum amount of the policy shall be $1,000,000. The
professional liability insurance policy shall remain in effect for the duration of this
agreement and for at least two years beyond the completion and acceptance of the
facility, if available and reasonably affordable. The Architect shall be responsible for all
claims, damages, losses, or expenses, including attorney’s fees, arising out of or
resulting from the performance of Professional Services contemplated in this Agreement,
provided that any such claim, damage, loss, or expense is attributable to bodily injury or
death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property, or to failures of the structure or
facility, including the loss of use resulting therefrom, and is caused by any negligent act,
error, or omission of the Architect, any consultant, or associate thereof, anyone directly or
indirectly employed by Architect. The Architect shall submit a Certificate of Insurance
verifying said coverage at the signing of this Agreement and also any notice of renewals
of the said policy as they occur.

XVI.  SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

A. The Architect is responsible to establish, maintain, and enforce safety requirements
for his staff and Subconsultants on the project site.

B. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) such as, but not limited to, eye protection,
proper footwear, hardhats, etc., shall be provided by all non-Contractor personnel
visiting the construction site (Owner, Owner’s Consultants, Architects,
Subconsultants, etc.).

C. Harnesses, tie-offs and all other necessary special safety equipment shall be
required to be provided by the Contractor as necessary for the Owner, Owner’s
Consultants, Architects, Subconsultants, etc., to perform their inspection duties in a
safe manner.

XVIl.  OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS

Drawings and specifications as instruments of service are the property of the Architect
whether the work for which they are made be executed or not and are not to be used on
other work except by agreement with the Architect.

XVIIl.  RIGHT OF OWNER TO CONSTRUCT MORE THAN ONE BUILDING

A. The Owner reserves the right to construct more than one structure from the set of
plans and specifications developed for this project, with full authority to use, employ,
or modify the same in such manner as the Owner may desire.

B. Itis the understanding that under ordinary circumstances the Owner will procure the
services of the Architect herein for every project based on the plans and
specifications prepared for the within project and also for the within project if it should
be undertaken at some later date under the provisions of this Article of this
Agreement, provided that the Architect is then living, in good standing professionally,
and physically able to undertake the work. If the Owner employs the Architect herein
as the architect for any such new project or for the within project, if thus resumed, the
provisions of this Agreement shall govern such employment, except that in lieu of the
basic fee provided for in Article X, COMPENSATION OF ARCHITECT of this
Agreement the Architect shall be paid as follows:

1. The basic fee shall be twenty-five percent (25%) of the fee computed in
accordance with Article X, COMPENSATION OF ARCHITECT of this Agreement.
This represents the portion of the fee due the Architect for administration and
supervision of construction and should more than one basic contract be let for
